In
other words, they are required internships that are part of your
school or university curriculum.

They are organised through
your secondary or higher
education institution, and are
essential for completing your
studies.

This category of internships, whose provisions are
included in the Labour Code, does not cover School or
Career Orientation Internships (“Schnupperstage”) or
professional training internships for specific
professions (“apprentissage”).
